Nine Summary Principles

1. Every Christian has at least ONE gift - 1 CORINTHIANS 7:7
2. Only BELIEVERS have spiritual gifts - 1 CORINTHIANS 2:14
3. No one receives ALL of the gifts - 1 CORINTHIANS 12:27-30
4. No single gift is given to EVERYONE - 1 CORINTHIANS 12:29-30
5. The HOLY SPIRIT decides what gifts I get - 1 CORINTHIANS 12:11
6. The gifts I’m given are PERMANENT - ROMANS 11:29
7. I am to DISCOVER/DEPLOY the gifts God gives me - 1 TIMOTHY 4:14
8.	An UNUSED gift will result in a wasted life - 1 CORINTHIANS 4:1-2, MATTHEW 25:14-30
9.	Using my gifts HONORS God and GROWS me - JOHN 15:8

5. How do I get Started Using my Gifts?  ROMANS 12:1-8

STEP 1:  DEDICATE MY LIFE TO CHRIST
“I urge you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, to give yourselves to God…”  ROMANS 12:1 

STEP 2:  ELIMINATE ANY DISTRACTIONS
“And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what the will of God is…”  ROMANS 12:2 

STEP 3:  EVALUATE MY AREAS OF GIFTEDNESS
“For through the grace given to me I say to every man among you not to think more highly of himself than he ought to think; but to think so as to have sound judgment, as God has allotted to each a measure of faith.”  ROMANS 12:3 

STEP 4:  ACTIVATE MY GIFTS BY STARTING TO SERVE
“And since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, let each exercise them accordingly.”  ROMANS 12:6

“Do not neglect your gift….Be diligent in these matters; give yourself wholly to them, so that everyone may see your progress.  Stay true to what is right and God will save you and those who hear you!”  1 TIMOTHY 4:14-16
